Time with Jesus: 
This week we began our Concordia Religion curriculum. This year we are scheduled to use the grade 2 curriculum.  At times I will make adjustments to the assignment to fit the needs of the students. September memory work has been placed in the memory work section of the F.A.I.T.H. notebook.

Buggy about Learning:

   This week the first grade Math books arrived.  We began completing the review section at the beginning of the book.  Next week we will begin chapter one and continue completing the review section.

The second grade workbooks have not arrived yet, they are due in on Fri. Aug. 27th.  I scanned pages onto the computer and we completed several parts of the review section at the beginning.  We will begin chapter one and continue completing the review section.

This week we did the activity from our Science weekly.  We made square bubble blowers, ask your child if he/she remembers what shape the bubbles were in.

This week we have practiced Read to Self and EEKK!  These are two of the cente[image: image1.jpg]
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r rotations we will be using during Reading Workshop.  EEKK! is where two students read together.  The two students can share read a book, one student can read to the other, or they can sit together and each read their own book.

EEKK! means elbow to elbow and knee to knee.  During these rotations they cannot get up, they need to get started right away reading, they need to sit in spots where they will not be disturbed, and use whisper (mouse) voices.  While the students are completing rotations I will be working with reading groups, so the students need to work independently and quietly.

Writing Workshop:  Tuesday the students shared their decorated journals.  These allowed us to get to know each other but will also be used to spark some writing ideas.  During Writing Workshop, EVERYONE, including Mrs. Wenger, writes until the music stops.  Today we started with 10 minutes.  We will build our stamina, so we can work up to 20 minutes.  Prior or after our writing time we will have mini lessons.  Our mini lessons will probably not start until after Labor Day.  The most frustrating part for the students today was that I would not spell words for them.  I don’t want worry,  about correct spelling, to hinder the writing process. We will correct spelling during the editing process.  Today, after writing time we shared what we had written.   Some of the students were not comfortable sharing yet, but I hope this will come in time. 

Procedures and Routines:

Thursday, in class we completed a chart which talked about being responsible in different places in our school.  I am attaching the chart which we completed and ask that you review it with your child and keep it posted at home and periodically review it with your child. Next, we will talk about being respectful, and then how to be a bucket filler.  As we complete these charts I will send copies home for

   you to review with your child and keep posted.
