The dress code pertains to all students in Kindergarten through Fifth grade.

The dress code will be enforced at three levels:
1. Parents and Students: It is the responsibility of the parents and students to ensure that each student complies with the dress code.

2. Teachers and Staff: Each classroom teacher will be responsible for ensuring that the students in their classrooms follow the dress code. All staff will help ensure that students keep in line with the dress code.

3. Principal/Lead Teacher: The principal/lead teacher is responsible for ensuring teacher and staff enforcement of the dress code and for handling all major violations.

When a student has a dress expectation problem, they will be guided to solve the problem in a loving way before attending or returning to class.  If a student is not able to make the correction, they will be given a written violation.  Following 3 written violations the student will do “Good Service” time at school meaning that we will find jobs for the student to do during recess and school hours.
SCHOOL DRESS CLOSET:
The closet will contain a variety of sizes of uniforms for students who do not meet the dress code expectations.

Students should ALWAYS look presentable. All clothing should be neat, clean (no stains), in good condition (no tears, rips, etc) and fit appropriately (not too large or too small).
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There are to be no patterns, emblems, or brand name labels larger than the size of a quarter on any dress code approved clothing.  The only exception is the school logo.

HAIR & ACCESSORIES

· BOYS’ HAIR MAY NOT EXTEND PAST THE EYEBROWS IN FRONT OR TOP OF SHIRT COLLAR IN BACK
· GIRLS’ HAIR ACCESSORIES ARE MODEST AND NOT DISTRACTING
· ALL HAIR REMAINS ONE OF THE FOUR NATURAL COLORS: BLACK, BROWN, RED, OR BLONDE
· EARRINGS MAY BE WORN BY GIRLS ONLY AND DO NOT EXTEND BELOW THE EAR LOBE
· TATTOOS MAY NOT BE WORN UNDER ANY CIRCUMSTANCES
SHOES
· SOLID COLOR: NAVY, WHITE OR BLACK SOCKS MUST BE WORN WITH ALL SHOES

· NO SOCKS OR TIGHTS WITH DESIGNS MAY BE WORN

· SHOES WITH A CLOSED TOE AND COVERED STRAP HEEL MAY BE WORN

· SLINGBACK SHOES (CROCKS, ETC.) ARE ALLOWED AS LONG AS THE STRAP IS UTILIZED
· HEELIE SHOES ARE ALLOWED IF WHEELS ARE REMOVED FROM THE SHOES
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NON-UNIFORM DAYS
· School Spirit Day: Every Friday students may wear their Bethany shirts with jeans.
· Scouts: Students participating in scouting programs may wear their official scout uniform to school on the days of their meetings.

· Celebration Weeks: (Red Ribbon Week, National Lutheran Schools Week, etc): The dress code must be followed by those who are not participating in the selected spirit dress.
· “Free Dress Day”: The last Friday of each month that school is in session.

· Birthdays: Students celebrating a birthday may have free dress day.  If a student’s birthday falls on weekend or holiday, they will receive a birthday dress certificate.  Students, whose birthdays are in the summer, will have their birthday dress day on their ½ birthday.
Clothing NOT APPROVED for Non-Uniform Days (Free Dress Days, Birthdays, etc.):
· Form Fitting Leggings or Tights (not covered by a skirt)

· Inappropriate t-shirts 

· Jogging Suits

· Tube Tops

· Mini Skirts (shorter than 3” above the knee when standing)

· Cropped Tops

· Sweat Suits

· Tank Tops

· Midriffs

· Athletic Shirts (Spandex, Danskin, etc.)

· Open Toed Shoes (Sandals, Flip-Flops)
Additionally, inappropriate clothing will also cover excessively worn, torn, patched or faded clothing; any clothing that advertises or encourages use of alcohol, tobacco, firearms or drugs; or encourages any un-Christian or immoral groups or behaviors.  This includes any shirts, pants, dresses, skorts or skirts that display pictures or writing which has been transferred to the clothing (Iron-ons).           
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PHYSICAL EDUCATION DRESS GUIDELINES
K-5TH 
· No jewelry (earrings, necklaces, bracelets, watches or rings).
· Girls must wear shorts or pants (no skirts, jumpers or skorts).
· Tennis Shoes must be worn (Velcro or Laces).
Any student who does not follow these guidelines will lose participation points, which could possibly affect their P.E. grade.  Be sure to get your child’s P.E. schedule from their teacher so your child is dressed appropriately on P.E. days.
