The new math curriculum that we chose to use in Kindergarten through fifth grade does an excellent job ensuring that content standards and units of study are introduced, reinforced, and assessed, and that instruction is targeted to student needs.  Math Connects was built with two goals in mind: success at each grade level and future student success in Algebra I and beyond. Success at each grade level is dependent on the reinforcement and mastery of each skill. One of the resources through this math program is the interactive learning on our SMARTboards.
In the years past we have been blessed by Denise Lewis as our Art teacher. She did an outstanding job teaching the children the love of art as well as the process of art. She will be truly missed by the teachers and the students. Of course, we are not able to replace her and her gifts but we were able to purchase a curriculum called Arts Attack. Arts Attack is a video-based art curriculum developed for the use in the elementary school. The goal of the program is to teach every child how to express himself/herself through art. This demands that the students learn to see and experience the world in a different way. The language of art, like the language of words, requires the learning of skills and concepts that will allow for the free expression.
